Administration

Collection - The collection continues to grow. In 2010, approximately 30 actual artifacts were
donated to the hall . This does na include the hundreds of various newspaper sports articles
that c ame forward to be given or copied.

A special acquisition was a 2010
Olympic Torch purchased and —
donated to the hall by the Town ~ %
of Penetanguishene. This torch —
had carried by staff member and _
Olympic Torch bearer Wendy
Cousineau. The brief ceremony
and donation occurred at the
Hall on Friday, February 19",
2010, at the start of Winterama
weekend.

On hand to receive the torch
and associated donations were
PSHOF Board member Pat
Quigley, another Olympic torch
bearer Doug Geoffros, Mayor
Anita Dubeau, PSHOF Vice-President Bert Mason and torch bearer Wendy Cousineau.

Accessioning - Volunteer curator Stephanie Meeuwse visited in the summer and did a
demonstration session for volunteers in regards to accessioning. Proper accessioning is ongoing
and will have to be continued in 2011 and beyond.

Articles to still be accessioned properly into the collection database include many coats,
jackets, equipment , photographs, crests, masks, helmets, sweaters, gloves, etc. This is a large
task to accomplish for volunteers only but it remains an important task.

Research - Research is ongoing and continues after the completion of the Trillium grant.
Through the grant, the hall procured and scanned over 1,100 photographs and over 8,500
newspaper articles from the archives of the Toronto Star, the Centennial Museum, the
Penetanguishene Library, the Midland Library, the Penetanguishene Curling Club and the
Huronia Museum relating to sports in Penetanguishene dating from the 1880s to the present.

These articles are from the Toronto Star, the Free Press, and the Mirror as well as the defunct
newspapers Penetanguishene Citizen, the Observer and the Penetanguishene Journal.
Researcher and Board member Bob Bald continues this work.

Board member Waxy Gregoire continues to masterfully scan various and extensive newspaper &
photographic collections lent to the Hall including the Louis & Vivian Desroches Collection, the
Vic Grigg Collection, the Bert Corbeau Collection andthe PSS&Jr.CK ngds col | ect i

This various research material will have to be printed and organized into a database in the
future. It willbe a very large and daunting task.




Inductee Video Interviews - Video interviewing our inductees is an integral part of
our research mandate, for not only does it capture important research and biography material
of rom t e rmoustste®peak but it also provides a timeless snapshot of our sports
heroes in living, breathing colour . For those no longer with us, interviews w ith family, friends
and colleagues are just as important as well as members of inducted teams .

The 1996 PSHOF$134,600 Trillium grant was finally spent and tasks completed at the end of
March of 2010. The Hall would not be where it is today in terms of display, research , marketing
and materials without this substantial and important grant.
